Getting Ready For Your Annual Health Check
Please ask your GP practice for a pre-annual health check list.
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	Your local Health Facilitation or Primary care liaison may help with:
Providing learning disability awareness training and other health promotion training.
Providing advice on reasonable adjustments. 
Make sure the health needs of people with a learning disability are included on local Health planning meetings.
Make sure that national screening programmes consider the needs of people with a learning disability.
Developing pathways with health services that meet the needs of people with a learning disability.
Providing training and support to GPs and practice staff.
Provide sessions for people with a learning disability on health needs and screening.
Increase the uptake of the learning disability Annual Health Check.
Supporting general practices to establish and maintain a Learning Disability Register.
Advising on missed health appointments.
Promoting and sharing useful resources e.g. a Hospital Passport easy read information.
